
The Glenrossal Estate is situated by Rosehall in
the heart of Sutherland and is an idyllic setting for
exploring the highlands and all the area has to offer.
 Located in the enclosed tranquil glen of Glencassley
this beautiful estate is particularly geared to the
salmon fisherman and his party. Accommodation
is at the riverside and our friendly ghillie will be
available for assistance or advice.

Accommodation

Your stay on the Estate will be in one of two attractive
cottages, Birch & Rowan . The cottages can
accomodate four&  five people respectively.
Beautifully converted from original farm buildings,
these are equipped to a high standard and of course
overlook the famous Cassley River.

Dogs are welcome at Glenrossal, but Glenrossal
Estate has a free roaming sheep population which
obviously requires dogs to be kept under constant
control - but that should not stop your pet enjoying
the stay as much as you.

The cottages are on the river side and provide a
perfect view point to see the salmon making their
way up stream. This situation does of course mean
that young children should be supervised as the
river is deep in places and quite fast flowing.

Fishing

The estate has its own two and a half mile stretch
of salmon fishing on The Cassley. Six rods are
available weekly, usually with the let of Birch &amp;
Rowan cottages.

 The fishing is split into two beats with Rods rotating
at lunchtime and with Glenrossal House retaining
a further rod on each beat.

Salmon fishing on the Cassley is by fly only. The
estate operates a conservation policy, in conjunction
with the other rivers in the Kyle of Sutherland

Behind the cottages lies a small loch, stocked with
trout, which can provide a useful testing ground for
your casting technique or an enjoyable introduction
to the sport for less experienced members of your
party.

The Glenrossal Estate is an excellent centre for
salmon, trout and sea fishing. The local area has
many breathtaking hill lochs inhabited with wild
brown trout and with the east coast 15 miles away
and the west coast only 30 miles, the keen fisherman
should never be short of sport.

Other Activities

The Estate though offers much more than fishing
alone, the scenic beauty of the area will inspire any
artist or photographer and there are many interesting
walks to suit all levels of fitness and ability. The
beautiful Cassley Falls are only a gentle ten minute
walk away and are a spectacular sight when the
river is in spate.

Much of the Glen has remained unchanged and
unspoilt over the centuries, traces of the original
Scottish pine forests and remains of early Pictish
settlements can still be seen.

The whole area abounds with wildlife, sightings are
regularly made of Golden Eagle, Osprey, Peregrine
Falcons, Buzzards and the even more common
but elusive cuckoo. The estate is home to a pair of
otters and the more observant may see their
footprints in the wet sand of the river bank or their
spraint on a favoured tussock or stone, the lucky
may even spot one fishing through the day.
